The 2005 State Legisiative Session
began on January 5th. This is a 90 day
session. During the first 10 working
days, Senators infroduced 763
legisiative bills and about a dozen
constitutional amendments. Listed
below are a number of bills which may
be of interest to the membership of the
Omaha Bar Association.

his entire 36-year legal career
specializing in business and corporate
law, state and local faxation, health
care law, and governmental and
administrative affairs.

One of Boyer's key initiatives
during the coming year is fo secure
passage of the  “Advantage
Nebraska” legislation that will replace
the economic development
incentives provided by LB 775, which
has been in place since 1987. This is
crucial, according to Boyer, who
explains:, “We're a state of not quite 2
milion people. If we are unable to
properly educate and retain our

young people, and atfract businesses
that will employ them, we will be in a
bind in 10 fo 20 years.” The Chamber
of Commerce dlso supporfs the
merger of the City of Omaha and
Douglas County governments. Such
mergers have spurred economic
development in other cities such as
Louisville, Kentucky, and Indianapolis,
Indiana. Boyer confends that mergers
reduce the cost of government and
send a positive message to existing
and potential businesses. According fo
Boyer: “Companies are looking at
efficiencies in government and they
want to have one stop shopping with
local government when they locate
their businesses.”

Boyer has long been involved in
community affairs, including service on
the boards of the Henry Doorly Zoo,
University of Nebraska Foundation,
and Omaha Performing Arts Society.
Boyer has applied his community
development philosophy to broaden
the experience of new lawyers ot
Fraser Stryker. “We hire bright, young
law students from Creighton University,
the University of Nebraska and other
law schools around the country. in
addition to providing them the
opportunity to learn the practice of
law, we seek fo broaden their
experience by teaching the
importance of community
involvement. We want to sell them on
the quality of life here af Fraser Stryker
and in the great city of Omaha.”

future generations. One of the finalist
designs for Nebraska would depict
Chief Standing Bear and would carry
the state slogan, Equality Before the
Llaw. If would commemorate the
famous frial of Standing Bear after his
return to Nebraska in 1879, when he
became the first Native American
accorded the same rights as ofher
Americans in federal court. This ruling
was an early and important decision
for civil rights and a proud moment in
Nebraska history. On February 20,
2005, the Omaha World Herald
published an editorial supporting
selection of the Standing Bear quarter.
